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POLICY:  
1. Education: M.D. or D.O. 

2. Training:


A. Cardiovascular fellowship must include at least twelve months training in cardiac catheterization

3. Experience:


A. Demonstrate current competence and evidence of the performance of at least 150 cases as a primary operator within the last two years.

4. Proctoring:


A. 5 cases proctored with at least two cases proctored by a physician outside the new staff member’s own group

5. Current Competence:

A. 75 cases required at reappointment

· This is a core privilege for an electrophysiologist - cannulate coronary arteries if necessary to perform ablation.
