4) 3 cases in the last two years

OR

B. If currently practicing Interventional Cardiology, must have:

1) PTCA privileges and perform 75 per year, and

2) Complete a didactic course provided by the manufacturer, and

3) 3 cases in the last two years

3. Proctoring:

A. 1 case to be proctored 

4. Current Competence:


A. 3 cases required at reappointment every two years
