C. Half of Implantations Should Involve Dual-Chamber Pacemakers

D. 100 pacemaker follow-up visits

4. Experience:


A. Demonstrate current competence and evidence of the performance of at least twenty-five (25) procedures in the past 24 months 

5. Proctoring:


A. Two (2) cases proctored 

6. Current Competence:


A. Twenty-five (25) cases required at reappointment
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
