A. The successful applicant must be able to demonstrate successful completion of an approved residency program in Ophthalmology, and

B. Fellowship In: Refractive or Corneal Surgery

OR

C. In lieu of a fellowship, a physician should have obtained Radial Keratotomy training through a post graduate training course approved by the Accreditation Council of Continuing Medical education, and

3. Experience:


A. A letter of reference must come from the physician’s residency director or the director of the Radial Keratotomy post-graduate training course or a “refractive surgeon” or “corneal surgeon”.
