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POLICY:  
1. Criteria for competence to perform sedation in a separate delineated privilege will no longer be required due to Joint Commission’s clarification for permission to administer sedation. 

2. Competency for sedation is part and parcel to education, training and experience related to performance of procedure-based privileges using sedation. 

3. The clinician administering the sedation must be qualified to manage the patient at whatever level of sedation is achieved, either intentionally or unintentionally.

4. Review is required of the American Society of Anesthesiologists (ASA) Practice Guidelines for Sedation and Analgesia by Non-Anesthesiologists and the SJRMC Sedation Performed by Non-Anesthesia Provider Hospital Policy located at: www.sjrmcmedstaff.com; click on the Policies & Procedures tab, ‘Sedation ASA Guidelines & Hospital Policy’.
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
