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POLICY:  
1. Education:  MD or DO

2. Training:



A. ABMS Board Certified with subspecialty certification in Sleep Medicine. Existing Medical Staff members, who have already been granted this privilege, shall be grandfathered and shall be governed by the residency training and board certification in effect at the time of their appointments.

3. Required Experience:


A. Must be able to demonstrate successful performance of a minimum of 10 patients including both interviewing and polysomnographic testing as well as interpretation of 10 polysomnograms and 3 multiple sleep latency tests (MSLT).

4. Reappointment:


A. 10 multiple sleep latency testing & 50 polysomnography every two years.
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
